     OPEN LETTER TO THE AUGUSTA COMMUNITY
We want to update the community 
on the current status of the Augusta 
childcare proposals and address any 
confusion with the current steps 

being taken by the Shire to find a way to provide a home 
for a childcare service in Augusta. Councillors and Executive 
are fully aware of the need for childcare in Augusta and the 
passion behind these proposals. We genuinely understand 
the community’s interest in seeing a childcare service up and 
running. 
 
The Augusta & Districts Community Childcare’s (ADCC) 
original approach to Council came about in October 2020 
with an application for funding for a childcare centre from 
the COVID-19 Community Care Package 2020-21 (Economic 
Stimulus Grants). That resulted in further discussions between 
ADCC and the Shire as the request was inadequate to fulfil 
their vision. As a consequence, the proposals evolved into a 
much larger project focused on providing a building for both 
long day care for pre-school children and Out of School Hours/
Holiday Care for primary aged children. The Shire worked 
to develop detailed engineering drawings based on ADCC’s 
vision and tender documents were drawn up accordingly. In 
September 2021, just eleven months after the initial approach 
from ADCC, Council made a decision to go to tender for the 
construction of a childcare centre at the Augusta Recreation 
Centre with a project budget of $850K (of which $666K was for 
the building’s construction) and an in principle commitment to 
a lease with the first three years at a peppercorn rate. As many 
in the community will be aware, the tender prices came in 
significantly over budget and out of Council’s reach financially. 
In January 2022, Council made a decision to reject the tenders 
and explore alternative options to support childcare in 
Augusta with the assistance of the State Government’s South 
West Development Commission. 

Since the beginning of the year, Shire staff have been working 
in good faith with ADCC to explore all available options, 
and this work is well underway. This has included reviewing 
opportunities for the purchase of a property, establishment of 
family day care services, consideration of alternative sites and 
models within Augusta and consideration of a long day care 
service at the Augusta Recreation Centre. To develop a report 
to Council the Shire relies on ADCC to provide the necessary 
information with regard to each of the various options. Once 
all the necessary information is available, Council will be able 
to consider their commitment to a way forward. Running in 
parallel with this, some further business case work is being 
funded by the South West Development Commission to work 
with ADCC to more specifically analyse the current and future 
childcare needs for the local community to support this and 
future funding applications. 
 
We continue to hear and respect the Augusta community’s 
advocacy for a childcare service. We wish to assure people 
that this potentially major investment into the community is 
being given serious and due consideration. Council must make 
a fully informed decision weighing up all available options and 
associated costs, and as such, a decision will be made when 
all the information requested is available. In the meantime, 
we hope the community can understand that this is a process 
which needs to be followed to ensure there is appropriate 
rigour surrounding the expenditure of ratepayer funds, and 
that ADCC has been a partner in this journey as we navigate 
the available options.

On 
the last full day of the voyage the command and sailing of 
the ship is handed over.

According to this year’s ‘sailors’ the experience was 
challenging and good fun as the regular crew did ‘stupid 
things’ to make sure the new sailors were 'on their toes’ – 
the experience was recommended by all who have sailed 
on STS Leeuwin.

Makuru—Season of 
fertility  

June and July

Coldest and wettest season of the year, More frequent gales and 
storms, Time to move inland and More food available.

The lifestyle for the Nyoongar communities during Makuru

Makaru sees the coldest and wettest time of the year come into 
full swing. Traditionally, this was a good time of the year to move 
back inland from the coast as the winds turned to the west and 
south bringing the cold weather, rains and occasionally snow on 
the peaks of the Stirling and Porongurup Ranges.

As the waterways and catchments started to fill, people were 
able to move about their country with ease and thus their food 
sources changed from sea, estuarine and lake foods to those of 
the lands in particular the grazing animals such as the kangaroo. 
As well as a food source, animals provided people with many 
other things. For example, 'Yongar' or kangaroos not only 
provided meat but also 'bookas' (animal skin cloaks that were 
used as the nights became much cooler). Nothing was left; even 
the bones and sinews were used in the manufacturing of bookas 
and for hunting tools such as spears.

Makuru is also a time for a lot of animals 
to be pairing up in preparation for 
breeding in the coming season. If you 
look carefully, you might now see pairs of 
'Wardongs' (ravens) flying together. You 
also notice these pairs not making the 

usual 'ark ark arrrrrk' that these birds are well known for when 
flying solo. Upon the lakes and rivers of the Southwest, you'll 
also start to see a large influx of the Black Swan or 'Mali' as they 
too prepare to nest and breed.

Flowers that will start to emerge include the blues and purples 
of the Blueberry Lilly (Dianella revoluta) and the Purple Flags 
(Patersonia occidentalis). As the season comes to a close, you 
should also start to notice the white flowers of the weeping 
peppermint (Agonis flexuosa) as the blues start to make way for 
the white and cream flowers of Djilba.

Work has started upon the keel, skeg & stem – shaping 
all to fit together.

I give 
thanks for my wonderful wife and daughter, who have 
worked with me in so many ways. 

At our olive farm we are just now coming towards the 
end of the olive harvest. I give thanks for the abundance 
of the crop, brought to us by our climate here, the soil, 
and the rain. I give thanks for the young people we have 
employed to assist with the harvest. They have been a 
joy to work with and have been reliable, hardworking 
cheerful and careful. We have some wonderful olive oil 
as a result of their efforts and in a few months many 
hundreds of kilos of table olives will be ready.
So my prayers will begin each day with thanksgiving, 
with reflection on everything good. I can ask for 
guidance and strength to deal with difficulties. Then I 
can, in faith, seek to move forward.

This will be a short piece as life as a wildlife carer is pretty 
quiet at the moment, at least on my side of caring. The 
kangaroo carers are always busy as joeys are so ongoing, 
just like a child, you can't just send them off once you get 
tired of them, these joeys are with you for the long haul. I 
don't mind taking joeys in, but will always send them on to 
specialist carers.

On Thursday, 2nd of June, Augusta Wildlife will be holding 
a wood raffle outside IGA, thanks to the Leeuwin Lions Club 
of Augusta for the donation of the wood.

A huge thank you for your donations and contributions to 
"Cash for Cans" this month.

With regards to the Tranquilliser Gun, the Veterinary 
Surgeons Board has requested some more information for 
our application. We are dealing with that now and hope 
they will be satisfied with that.

I have been investigating the purchase of a Net Launcher 
used for netting seabirds with entanglement of fishing gear, 
or for any other reason they need to be caught. WA Seabird 

Rescue have been using these for a while now and have 
been advising me of what they have found to be the best 
product. I will do some training with them when I am next 
in Perth.

Thanks for your interest in our wildlife. Please call a carer 
if you need help for sick, injured or orphaned wildlife, and 
please slow down at dusk and dawn when the kangaroos are 
more likely to be on the move. If you hit an animal or bird 
while driving, please check to see if it still alive, and remove 
from the road if dead. Please check the pouch of females for 
joeys. Never pull a joey from the teat, cut the teat off and get 
the baby to help asap. Keep it warm if you can.

We are still a busy Men’s 
Shed with lots of projects both large and 
small.  

The photo this month is of Amelia Mann sitting on the fully 
restored 1955 Ferguson TEA20 tractor recently completed 
by our keen group of vehicle enthusiasts.  Amelia’s family 
purchased the tractor brand new from Nicholls & Phelps in 
Witchcliffe for their farm at Alexandra Bridge in 1956.  

The tractor served them extremely well on the farm for most 
of its life until taking a well-earned rest in one of their sheds 
for a few years before being donated to the Augusta Men’s 

Shed as a restoration project in late 2020. At the Shed we 
stripped the tractor right down and slowly rebuilt it over 
nearly 18 months with lots of new and a few S/H parts, the 
end result was a beautifully restored tractor that looked 
and sounded like brand new.

Tackling the Pig Pest Problem on the Scott 
Coastal Plain 
 

Our Feral Pig Focus project in partnership with the 
Lower Blackwood Vertebrate Pest Management 
Group (LBVPMG) is now well underway with the 2 
LBVPMG Field Officers out and about running the 
trapping program since January.  
 

As a reminder, the project consists of 6-month 
trapping blocks in strategic locations per year for 
three years. The trapping is supported by a 
monitoring program to enable us to get an idea of  

 

population and extent of damage. The team will soon 
be trialling the ‘Hoggone’ Feral Pig Bait Box to test its 
effectiveness in the Scott River environment.  
 

 
 

Key to the program is working closely with 
landholders in the area to ensure that pig sightings 
and damage are recorded to identify hot-spot areas 
for the field officers to focus their work. That 
approach has been enormously successful with the 
trapping team using the knowledge from those 
sightings and monitoring to capture a significant 
number of pigs since the program commencement.

The European wasp 2021-22 season 
draws to a close with 52 nests found 
and destroyed. 
 
The optimum time to detect and locate European 
wasps (Vespula germanica) has passed. Traps are 
being brought in for cleaning and now is the time to 
reflect on another fruitful surveillance season. It is 
also time to say thank you to everyone across WA 
who kept an eye out and reported!  
 
How did we go? 
Nest numbers were higher than last season; 52 
compared to 14. Nest distribution indicates multiple 
areas of incursion across Perth, predominantly in, or 
around industrial areas – which is typical of this 
hitchhiking pest. The nests detected did not show 
signs of ‘overwintering’, which means they were 
created this season and is a promising indication 
that nests were not missed during last season’s 
surveillance activities. YAY! Public awareness and 
reporting remained strong. Residents, businesses, 
and local government all detected wasp activity in 
good time, allowing for nests to be found and 
trapping areas expanded where required. And 
finally, there were no signs or reports of wasp 
activity at the close of the season! 

 
Season highlights:  
• 3,000+ surveillance traps deployed 
• 174 new traps adopted by the community 
• 400+ public enquiries, with 12 confirmed 

detections 
• 52 nests found and destroyed, with nests 

found across 11 Local Government Areas 
incorporating 24 suburbs - all in the Perth 
metropolitan region.  

 
Reporting highlights:  
• wasps visiting bird baths were spotted in 

Jandakot and Swanbourne 
• wasps feeding on watermelon at a restaurant 

in Bibra Lake and pet food in Ascot 
• an uninvited wasp visitor to a lunchroom in 

Gnangara  
• a nest detection at a Middle Swan winery 
 
The surveillance season runs December to May but 
reports of suspect wasp activity can be made year-
round. For more information about the eradication 
program, how to identify wasps or how you can help 
further, see agric.wa.gov.au/wasps or contact our 
Pest and Disease Information Service.
